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ACTIVITIES AND EXCURSIONS:

Guests can spend at least 2-3 unhurried nights at Ramathra Fort as it offers several interesting activities and excursions. Some visitors stay for up to a full week to relax in the fort’s quiet ambience and take in the following activities at their own pace.

· Ramathra village trail: A complete walking tour of Ramathra village, a small hamlet of farmers and herders, takes about 3 hours. You see all kinds of work associated with tending crops and animals.

· Boating and bird watching: Explore Kalisil Lake and its bird life up close in a row boat, motor boat or double kayak.

· Jeep safaris: The gorges of the Daang plateau are a unique experience and guest can visit shrines hidden away in these canyon-like landscapes.

· Night Safaris @ Ramathra fort: Jeep safaris from Ramathra Fort take you across the Daang plateau stretching east to the Chambal river valley and as far as Ranthambhor to the south, This area is filled with gorges, Until recently, tigers roamed the area but visitors regularly see several varieties of deer, blue bulls, wolves, jackals, hyenas and if lucky, a wild boar, bear or leopard. The night safaris are accompanied by the host himself.
· A day-trip to Karauli: An hour’s drive from Ramathra, the city palace in Karauli and the temple         of Madanmohanji are very well preserved. The Karauli bazaar is a busy place to explore and shop in. Lacquered bangles are a specialty and one can see bangle makers at work.

· Kailadevi Wildlife Sanctuary is about 15 kms from Ramathra Fort. It is a buffer zone for the wildlife at Ranthambhor National Park.
