Location                         
This gorgeous little oasis sits in very pretty farm and woodland just 1 hour from Jaipur.   Surrounded by fields and low hills, it’s an oasis of calm and serenity.  The 2 villas each have their own pool and lovely covered verandah / lunching area / shady chill out zone, replete with comfy daybeds and cushions.   Shrubs, frangipani and flowerbeds abound; the gorgeous pools are made of different coloured slate tiles which glisten through the water.  Pathways lead around the property from villa to villa and each villa has its own indoor sitting room and dining room and they have been beautifully, rustically, simply but very comfortably furnished.  The places oozes space and style and privacy and calm.
Accessibility                      
By air: To Jaipur, from Delhi, Indore, Varanasi, Bombay, Udaipur, Calcutta.  Followed by a 1 hour car journey.

By train: To Jaipur, From Delhi, Bombay, Jodhpur, Sawai Madhopur.  Followed by a 1 hour car journey.  

By road: An easy drive from Jaipur, Pushkar, Shahpura, Ramathra Fort, Ranthambore, Mandawa.  A longer drive from Delhi, Agra, Chhattrasagar and Deogarh.

Transfers: The resort is happy to arrange transfers (at extra cost) from either the airport or the railway station to / from the hotel.
Accommodation              
Accommodation comprises 5 bedrooms – 3 in one villa and 2 in another.  The beds can be made up as doubles or twins. One room has a bath tub, the remainder have indoor and open showers in the en suite bathrooms.  All rooms have open balconies with forest views.  The 2 villas each have a pretty central courtyard with the rooms, dining room and sitting room fanning off from them
All rooms are centrally air-conditioned, have overhead fans, tea and coffee making facilities, hairdryers and safes and bathrobes.  Hot water bottles are provided on particularly cold nights.  Hot water is plentiful and provided by geyser.  Unlimited mineral water per person per day is provided.   No smoking rooms.  No rooms are interconnecting but each is just across the courtyard from the other.  Butlers are also on hand if you need anything.  The rooms do not have TV or DVD players – peace is the byword here.   All rooms are on the ground floor so wheelchair access is easy.  There are a few steps here and there but ramps can be provided.
Dining
Dining tends to be in the gazebo by the pool by each villa but can also be alfresco in fine weather or inside in the villa dining rooms if cooler or wet.   They serve Continental, Oriental and Indian cuisine.  The hotel offers table d’hote and a la carte dining. All meals are included in the room rate, together with soft drinks.  The food is fresh, locally grown or produced where possible and all dietary requirements can be catered to.  Alcohol is available.

There are no set meal times.  Guests can eat when and where they

The resort accepts children of all ages.  Children may be accommodated in their parent’s bedroom, up to the age of 12 years, for an extra charge.  No childcare is available.
Dress code
There is no official dress code.  However, many find themselves changing into something a little tidier for dinner.

Electricity


220 volts.  The standard two round pin adaptors work.
Credit cards / currency
Visa, and Mastercard.  If paying in foreign currency, the hotel accepts US dollars, Sterling Pounds, rupees and Euros.

Mobile telephones work here on the local networks.
When to go / Climate
Rajasthan has some major climactic fluctuations.  During December, January and February, it can be cold in the mornings and evenings and warm clothes are necessary at these times.  During the daytime it is lovely and warm and sunny.  March and April are getting fairly hot and it begins to get humid in May and June and temperatures can rise to an intense and uncomfortable heat.  The monsoon breaks in July and lasts until September.   October and November are still warm but not cold or wet.  The best time to visit is from late September to early April.  It is generally a dry heat with very little humidity.

Opening and closing
The hotel is open year round.
Pests
Due to the dry heat of Rajasthan, mosquitoes are not a major problem but they do tend to come out in the evenings and early mornings, throughout the year and particularly in the warmer months.  The hotel provides mosquito coils and repellents in the rooms to combat this. It is not advisable to leave windows open that do not have mesh insect protection, when your lights on as bugs will tend to fly in.
