Location                      
Cabo Serai is a delightful new retreat sitting on a secluded hill above Cabo de Rama Beach in South Goa.  Perched above dramatic cliffs that fall down to one of the most beautiful, crystal clear, small bays in South Goa, the hotel is just a short walk to it, downhill.  Surrounded by tropical palm jungle in a large patch of land, the views out to sea are utterly stunning and it’s a wonderfully quiet, untouched area of Goa with some of the best beaches around.   Situated in flourishing forest, the bird life is exceptional and gentle strolls in the hills or along trickling streams is an immensely peaceful way to spend the day if not relishing the beach (busy on Sundays!)   There is a strong eco emphasis here with sustainability at its core.  
Style
Stilted, wooden cottages and tents scramble up the hillside and each is generously roomy with superb sea views.   The property looks out to sea from the hills and is dripping with greenery.   The rooms are fairly close to each other but private due to dense foliage separating them each off.   The tents are superb, fully secure, bug proof and air-conditioned.  Pretty pathways lead from one to the other and there’s nowhere better to daydream than on your wooden verandah, cantilevered out from the hill.  Sitting in your ‘eyrie’ watching the sun set over the sea is truly magical.  This is a delightful, rustic, intimate hotel – perfect as a base for exploring the wonders of the Konkan Coast, and enjoying the more peaceful side of Goa.
Accessibility             
By air: to Goa, from, amongst others, Indore, Mumbai, Delhi, Bengaluru, Chennai, Hyderabad, Ahmedabad, Kolkatta, Pune – followed by a 1 ½ hour drive.

International Flights: The world connects to Goa via the Gulf states and Mumbai Delhi & Bengaluru. Goa's international airport receives direct flights via Baharain, Abu Dhabi, Dubai, and Muscat. Travelers from Europe, Africa, or the Americas can find connect connecting flights via these hubs.  Please check with your travel agent or in the Goa International airport's website for the latest international flight connectivity to Goa. 

By car: 1 ½ hours from Gokarna / Kahani Paradise.  A long, 6 hour, beautiful drive from Hampi and Badami.

By train: Margao or Canacona  followed by a half hour drive.
Transfers: The hotel is happy to arrange transfers (at extra cost) from either the airport or the railway station to / from the hotel.
Final hotel approach:  Currently the last 200m are done on foot as the road / track runs out.  It will soon be finished.   Luggage is taken by the staff and palanquins are available for those who do not wish to walk the short distance.
Accommodation
There are 10 rooms made up of six twin bedded and 4 double bedded.  7 are stilted wooden cottages (Classic Cabo Cottages) and 3 are spacious tents (Luxury Tents0.  Rustically comfortable, each has a spacious deck, plenty of indoor sitting area, wooden furnishings, with louvered windows and they open up to allow the sounds of the sea and the breeze to waft in.   The bathrooms are large and have plenty of hot water and good water pressure.  All rooms and tents look out to see and over the hills and forest.

There are NO low floor rooms with easy access for wheelchairs.    Wheelchairs here are simply not viable as the property is arranged up the hillside.  All rooms are non-smoking, air-conditioned, have overhead fans, hair dryers, bathrobes, a safe and internet access.  There are showers, but no bath tubs.  Unlimited filtered drinking water is provided in copper dispensers.  Tea, with tea and coffee making facilities.

There is no TV on the premises as it disturbs the peace.

Dining
Dining here is a treat, in the intimate, relaxed, open sided restaurant or on the outer dining terrace, al fresco, under a star studded sky.  Delicious seafood and global cuisine, as much as possible produced and sourced locally, is all served by legendarily friendly, hospitable staff.   Goa also boasts a great selection of wines which are all readily available here.  Table d’hôte and à la carte menus are available in the Al Fresco Restaurant serving Indian, Continental and Oriental food.    

All alcoholic drinks are served.

The nightly rate includes breakfast.


There are no set meal times.


There is no room service available.
Children
The resort accepts children of all ages. An extra bed can be placed in rooms for children under 12 to stay with parents.  Extra charges apply.
Dress code
There is no official dress code. However, you may wish to change into something a little tidier for dinner.  It is all extremely relaxed and informal.   Given that it’s India, topless sunbathing is not advised nor permitted.  If walking along the beach it’s wise to wear a sarong so as not to upset locals you may come across who are not used to western ‘undress’!

Mobile telephones are offered in every room in case of poor connectivity,
When to go / Climate
Goa has a tropical climate and remains lovely and warm throughout the year.  It is also fairly humid at all times due to its coastal position.   During December, January and February, it can be a little cooler in the mornings and evenings but warm clothes are not necessary.  March and April are getting fairly warm to hot and it begins to get hot and humid in May and June. The monsoon breaks in June and lasts until September.   October and November are still warm with only the odd light shower.  The best time to visit is from October to early April.
Opening and closing
Open throughout the year.
Pests
Being warm and humid, insects do come out at night so it is advisable to leave windows closed when the lights are on. Mosquitoes are not a major problem due to the sea breezes and its coastal position.  However, it is best to wear protective clothing and use mosquito repellent around sunset and sunrise. They provide mosquito repellent spray in all bed rooms.
