Location                         
Situated in the middle of Havelock Island, Jalakara is hidden away in the hills, surrounded by the rainforest.  The views over the canopy are sublime and it’s an easy drive down to the local town, the jetty, the scuba centres and nearby beaches.

Style
This glorious little hotel has been constructed predominantly of wood, cement and tadlac.  It has been cleverly designed to blend quietly into the jungle and it’s hardly visible from anywhere around it.   Winding stone paths lead around the property from room to room and to the charming spa at the top.  The rooms clamber up the hillside and each is unique.   They are lofty, airy, spacious and have a colour or theme to each.  All have superb canopy views and there are various places to tuck yourself away with a good book.  The main part of the hotel is the lowest and boasts a cosy, relaxing bar with a deep, verandah and sofas.  This looks over the pool deck and stunning infinity pool which itself looks straight out over the treetops.  Raised at the far end is a delightfully pretty dining room, again, open to the breeze and with tables well spread out for long, lazy meals.  The colours are all soft, earthy, natural.  It’s hugely tasteful and stylish wherever you go.  There is also a sitting room with a TV and DVD player for rainy days or vital TV!

Being so small, it is also the perfect size for a ‘takeover’ if planning a bit of a get together / celebration.  There is always a buzz and a bit of a house party atmosphere pervades!  It’s all about barefoot, rustic chic here.

Accessibility                      
By air: Daily flights from Delhi, Chennai, Calcutta, Hyderabad, Bangalore and Bombay.  Followed by 90 minute ferry ride from Port Blair and then a short car journey of about 15 minutes.   Helicopters also operate between Havelock and Port Blair but they are difficult to get seats on and have a 10kg luggage allowance.
Transfers: The resort strongly recommends guests to take advantage of its transfer service (at extra cost)  to / from Port Blair to the hotel – as negotiating ferry tickets and permits can be stressful and availability can also be an issue.
Accommodation              
Accommodation comprises 6 rooms, made up of 3 Design Rooms, 2 Design Suites and 1 Garden Suite, together with a private villa.  3 bedrooms can be turned into twin rooms.  All rooms have bathrobes, air-conditioning, overhead fans, hair dryers, a safe and tea and coffee making machines.  They have showers (The garden Suite and Jalakara Villa have bath tubs). Unlimited complimentary water is available.  Some rooms are adjoining.  Some rooms have garden sitouts.  Some rooms are high up with amazing views and quirky roof gardens.  Each is different and fun.  The rooms do not have TV or DVD players.    All rooms look over the jungle towards the ocean.


Design Rooms are approximately 400 sq ft.


Design Suites have a mezzanine day bed, verandah and hammock.  Space is approx.. 700 sq ft


The Garden Suite has an open to sky shower, al fresco bath, day bed pavilion and private garden with lily pond.


The Jalakara Villa has a private kitchen and sitting room, together with a sunbathing deck area, plunge pool, private garden, double hammock, private yoga deck.  It’s gloriously private and spacious and the louvered blinds allow the natural breezes to waft through.


Given the nature of the building and where it sits, on a hill, wheelchair access is difficult and Jalakara is not ideal for such.

Dining
There is one restaurant serving an a la carte menu, consisting of continental, oriental and Indian food.   The food served here is delicious carefully curated by chef-owner Mark.  The culinary ethos is farm-to-table with a particular emphasis on fabulous fresh seafood.  Dishes are prepared in a fusion style influenced by classical Indian, SE Asian and European cuisine.  Signature dishes of black lobster momo and sugar-cured tiger prawns are not to be missed.  Dining al fresco by the pool or in the shady dining area is a veritable treat.
Breakfast is included in the daily room rate.
Room service is not available but in-room private dining is available in the Private Villa and Garden Suite.

Children

When to go / Climate
Havelock Island is a beguiling tropical destination all year round - temperatures never fall much below 20C and rarely exceed 32C.

January – May is the ideal time to visit the weather is settled with little rain.
May is a transitional month with the first showers of the rainy season.  
June to September, often running into October, it is full monsoon with heavy rain interspersed with occasional spells of dry weather.   

November – December is generally clear with the regular tropical but short lasting storms. 
Opening and closing
The hotel is open all year round.
Pests
Due to the tropical climate here, mosquitoes are about all year round, in the early mornings and evenings.  There is no malaria on Havelock.  Jalakara provides complimentary mosquito repellent and mosquito plugs in all rooms.  Bugs also come out in the evenings so lights should not be left on with windows open.
