Location                         
The first boutique hotel to open in Bikaner, on the edge of The Great Thar Desert in Northern Rajasthan, Narendra Bhawan sits just off the side of a quiet road in a peaceful area of Bikaner.  This tall, pink sandstone building was formerly part of the Royal collection of properties and has immense history.  Now added onto and converted into a stunning, eclectic, interesting hotel, it is the ideal base for exploring this often bypassed but beautiful city.  The hotel has a small terrace outside and surrounds a stunning inner courtyard.  The outer terrace is home to an alfresco café and funky bar which is beautifully lit at night – as is the whole building.  The inner courtyard provides a quiet, shady area to sit.  Wrap around verandahs on each floor have lovely views down into the courtyard.  The rooftop pool is reminiscent of Morocco and also provides another lovely place for a sunny snack.
Style
With a beautiful ‘pink’, traditional exterior, this contrasts well with the fascinating interiors which have been done in part contemporary, part traditional Indian, part Art-Deco, part European – it’s all a fun melting pot of design and taste.   Each of the public areas has been immaculately furnished – some being more ornate and voluptuous, others more understated and calm.  The whole building is replete with lovely, valuable artefacts sourced from the world over.   Amusing pieces like a bright red grand piano stand out against striking black and white marble floors.   It’s a treasure trove to explore – different and fun and all aspects of it reflect a part of its and the Royal family’s history.  Softly lit corners provide lovely places for late night chats and the billiard table is always a big draw.

Accommodation              
82 rooms made up of 16 single rooms, 66 double rooms and 4 suites.  The rooms fall into different categories that are aimed at reflecting the different stages of the Maharaja’s life – as he spent time in India, the army, in Europe and in the traditional life of Rajasthan.  Each style is entirely different with some being colourful and ornate, others being more ‘Spartan’ and minimalist.  Some have balconies, others have inner sitting areas.  Some are lighter and fresher, others are darker and more ‘male’.   Each has a story and is extremely comfortable with great furnishings and excellent bathrooms with separate showers and tubs in the Indian and Regimental Rooms and showers only in the Residence and Prince Rooms – all have good pressure and piping hot water.  Rooms can be accessed by wheelchair via a lift but there are no ground floor rooms.

All rooms equipped with a bathrobe, hair-dryer, tea and coffee making machine, overhead fans, air conditioning, television and safe.  2 bottles of complimentary bottled water are provided per day.  The nightly rate includes breakfast.
Dining
There is one dining room called P & C which is light and pretty and softly decorated in pastels.  This serves delicious a la carte menus of Continental, Indian and Oriental cuisine.  Next to the dining room is a tempting patisserie with loads of home baked delicacies along with an ingeniously ‘tiffin’ room for the buffet!

When to go / climate
Rajasthan has some major climactic fluctuations.  During December, January and February, it can be cold in the mornings and evenings and warm clothes are necessary at these times.  During the daytime it is lovely and warm and sunny.  March and April are getting fairly hot and it begins to get humid in May and June and temperatures can rise to an intense and uncomfortable heat.  The monsoon breaks in July and lasts until September.   October and November are still warm but not cold or wet.  The best time to visit is from October to early April.  It is generally a dry heat with very little humidity.  Being a desert area, mornings and evenings are especially chilly as the temperature plummets at night in winter.

Opening and closing
The hotel is open throughout the year.

Pests
Due to the dry heat of Rajasthan, mosquitoes are not a major problem but they do tend to come out in the evenings and early mornings, throughout the year and particularly in the warmer months.  The hotel provides mosquito coils and repellents in the rooms to combat this.  It is not advisable to leave windows open that do not have mesh insect protection, when your lights are on as bugs will tend to fly in.
