Location      
Situated in the rolling Zabarwan Mountain range, Qayaam Gah offers a retreat into nature like no other hotel in Kashmir.  Sublimely comfortable, intimate, peaceful, stylish and authentic.   The Vale of Kashmir has long been celebrated by poets and painters as a stunningly beautiful terrain – a miniature heaven on earth. What is often overlooked is that in addition to its natural beauty, the valley hosts a culture that has been shaped by one of the subtlest philosophies known to mankind – the teachings of Sufism, the inner heart of Islam.  Qayaam Gah - ‘The Abode of Peace’ – has been created with the aim of celebrating this legacy offering one a chance to immerse oneself in a subtle ambiance of the nature, history, shrines, forests and mountains of the valley.


The grounds of the complex have been purposefully left undisturbed so as not to encroach on the natural environment, and to encourage the abundant wildlife of the area. This includes many types of native and migratory birds, shy snow leopards and the winsome sloth bears which come to pick the cherries in springtime. The site is fed by natural spring water and not one tree was felled during the construction of the retreat. The buildings are a combination of cedar wood, glass and stone, with details picked out in the traditional Kashmiri style of fine carving in floral and vegetal motifs in deodar woodwork.   It’s all about indoor / outdoor living here and maxing out the 360 views and scenery.
Accessibility           
By air: To Srinagar from Delhi, Jammu and Leh, followed by a 45 minute car journey. 

By road: A long drive from Jammu.  An easy drive from Gulmarg, Pahalgam and Sonmarg. An exciting overnight adventure on mountain roads, crossing high passes, from Leh.

Transfers:  Transfers can be arranged from and to the airport and other areas at an extra charge.

Accommodation

There are 4 huge, stunning villas with their own sitting rooms, verandahs and dining areas; along with 3 beautiful, spacious suites.   All have incredible views over the lake below and / or the surrounding mountains, and have been very sensitively designed to blend in seamlessly with the environment.   They are cosy, rustic and make use of local materials but want for nothing in terms of comfort, amenities, space and state of the art furnishings and fittings.  
All rooms are no-smoking, air-conditioned, have overhead fans, tea/coffee machines, unlimited water bottles, hair dryers, central heating, bathrobes, a safe and wifi / internet access and TV.    There are bath tubs with showers. Extra beds can be provided.

There are rooms with easy wheelchair access and the suites can be inter-connected for families.
Dining                                
There are 2 restaurants, Ruh and Qalb, serving continental, oriental and Indian cuisine.  A short stroll up from the glorious, heated infinity pool and terrace is The Ruh – the inner soul of the property which sits atop its own plinth and is home to a cosy sitting area filled with rugs, a log fire, beautiful wood carvings and imagery, the restaurant and library – again with views to die for from the wrap around terrace.  Qalb also serves delicious local delicacies and is the perfect sunrise or sundowner spot, afternoon tea spot or dining under the stars spot.   

The daily room rate includes breakfast and dinner.





There are set meal times but these are pretty flexible.
Between meals, the staff will be happy to serve light snacks and hot and cold beverages.

The resort accepts children of all ages.  Children may be accommodated in their parent’s bedroom for an extra charge.  There is no baby sitting service.  

Dress Code
There is no dress code here and it is informal and relaxed.  If planning to walk up here, walking equipment and suitable clothing and footware are adviseable.  The weather is changeable so both warm and cool clothing is advised, along with waterproofs and sunbathing attire.  Warm clothing in the winter months is essential and light clothing for the daytime in summer a must.

When To Go / Climate
The peak months in Srinagar are our summer late Spring to late summer months - September.  It is warm and sunny during the daytimes in March, April, September and October but with chilly nights.  November, December, January and February are very cold but with glorious, crisp sunny days.   June, July and August tend to be hot in the day and a little cooler at night and it can rain for periods of time but it is the perfect time to be up in the HimalayaMarch - November

Opening and Closing         

The hotel is open year round.
Pests
In the summer months there can be mosquitoes but they are not really a problem due to its elevated, mountain, breezy position.  The hotel provides mosquito nets and coils and repellent.  There are no mosquitoes in the colder months.    It is not advisable to leave windows open that do not have mesh insect protection, when your lights on as bugs will tend to fly in.
