Location                         
Rohet House is a wonderful new addition to the Jodhpur hotel scene and provides another high end alternative place to stay in town which is much needed.   It sits just off the road in the quiet PWD area of new Jodhpur and access to and from the main sites is very easy.    Enclosed behind walls, it is private and exclusive.  For chilly winter nights there’s a wonderful, cosy, comfy sitting room whilst the shady, pillared verandah leading out to the pool is the perfect place to relax on warm spring days – a welcome respite after the intensity of exploring Jodhpur.  In addition to these inviting areas, there are plenty of shady nooks and crannies to tuck yourself away for a peaceful moment with a book.
Style
The latest creation of the energetic Rohet family and their former home, it has been entirely re-designed and the spacious rooms and suites exude calm, elegance and sophistication.  Lofty and cool, they boast beautifully comfortable furniture and are decorated in bold or pastel, themed colours which represent a very modern take on Rajasthan tradition.  The detail, perfection and love that has gone into the design, décor and furnishings is clear to see.  With the famous blush red Jodhpur stone and soft hues throughout, everything is easy on the eye and it’s a hugely soothing place to stay.  It exudes an extraordinary sense of calm and makes for the most wonderful ‘homecoming’ after exploring the busy but fascinating city of Jodhpur.  The inspired Rohet Family (of Mihir Garh and Rohet Garh fame) are continually evolving and creating new gems, with the third generation now being actively involved. Transfers: The resort is happy to arrange transfers from either the airport or the railway station to / from the hotel.
Accommodation              
This gorgeous home has 10 elegant rooms (6 are suites). Spread over 3 floors, roof terraces abound and look over the small garden and pretty pool.   The rooms are spacious and elegant and have beautiful contemporary Rajasthani frescoes, luxurious fabrics and stunning furniture.    The bathrooms are state of the art and wonderfully sized with excellent showers and water pressure (bath tubs only in suites).  The views are limited and of the city.
All rooms are centrally air-conditioned, have overhead fans, tea and coffee making facilities (Nespresso machines), hairdryers, bathrobes and safes. Hot water bottles are provided on particularly cold nights, together with central heating.  Hot water is plentiful and provided by geyser.  1 bottle of mineral water per person per day is provided.   Each room has a television.  The rooms are no-smoking and there are no inter-connecting rooms.  There are ground floor rooms suitable for wheelchair access and extra beds can be added for a child in the suites.
Breakfast is included in the nightly rate.

Dining
Delicious Rajasthani and western cuisine is served either in the graceful dining room or al fresco, depending on the climate.    A la carte menus offer plenty of choice.  Alcohol is served.  The substantial, very ‘English’ high tea is a highlight here.

When to go / Climate
Rajasthan has some major climactic fluctuations.  During December, January and February, it can be cold in the mornings and evenings and warm clothes are necessary at these times.  During the daytime it is lovely and warm and sunny.  March and April are getting fairly hot and it begins to get humid in May and June and temperatures can rise to an intense and uncomfortable heat.  The monsoon breaks in July and lasts until September.   October and November are still warm but not cold or wet.  The best time to visit is from October to early April.  It is generally a dry heat with very little humidity.

Opening and closing
Open all year.
Pests
Due to the dry heat of Rajasthan, mosquitoes are not a major problem but they do tend to come out in the evenings and early mornings, throughout the year and particularly in the warmer months.  The hotel provides mosquito coils and repellents in the rooms to combat this. It is not advisable to leave windows open that do not have mesh insect protection, when your lights on as bugs will tend to fly in.
